Integral Relief Valve Monitor Switch (3/4" thru 2")

APPLICATION
The Integral Relief Valve Monitor Switch, when connected to a low 
voltage alarm circuit, electrically supervises the relief valve in the 
closed position. In the event of a backflow condition, the relief valve 
closes an electrical contact thereby completing an electrical circuit 
to signal that a possible relief valve discharge may be occurring. A 
timed relay can be used with a 10 second delay to prevent water 
hammer or inlet pressure fluctuations from causing an alarm. In 
addition to being used for notification, the Integral Relief Valve 
Monitor Switch can be used for the following:

•	  Pump actuation
•	  Solenoid valve actuation for closure of inlet or outlet piping
•	  System equipment shutdown
•	  Initiation of system equipment when installed in point-of-use 	
	  applications

CAUTION
In all applications, the Integral Relief Valve Monitor Switch should 
only be used in low voltage circuits. Be certain to consult local and 
national electrical codes regarding fusing, grounding and proper 
electrical etiquette.

Installation Instructions

1.	 Remove relief valve cover bolts and cover.
2.	 Gently pull on diaphragm to remove the cartridge assembly.
3.	 Apply a light coat of grease to new plunger o-ring.
4.	 Insert new cartridge assembly into relief valve body.
5.	 Install new relief valve cover and cover bolts.
6.	 Place device in service and test per Model 975XL2 Instruction Sheet, included.
7.	 Connect monitor switch wiring.
